Installation Steps
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Cut a hole in the ceiling tile
with the diameter shown in the
left picture.

Remove the retaining nut fromr
the back of the antenna.

Feed these two pigtails of this
antenna through the hole in
the ceiling tile.

Re-install the retaining nut so
that it is close-fitting to the
ceiling tile.

Drill two holes in the ceiling per
pattern of holes in this antenna
shown in the left.

Fasten the flat side of this
anchors (Plastic plug
P6X25mm) and SCrews
(Tapping Screw ST4.2X25mm).

Mount this antenna to the
ceiling tile.
